Your regular (bolt action) rifle in calibres .375 HH, 300 WM, minimum .30-06

2 rifles with maximum 60 rounds of ammunition may be imported.

Khaki safari clothes, strong cotton material in dark colours (green/brown) or camo is advisable
Light-coloured khaki is not advised. Pullover or fleece jacket and windbreaker, a pair of gloves,
May until August can be freezing at dawn & dusk with cold nights,

Light-weight comfortable hunting boots, ankle height and grip soles for quiet stalking,
Wide-rimed hat, sunscreen, binoculars (e.g. 8x30), camera, short ankle gaiters.

Payment
50% deposit of daily rate, confirms the booking of your hunt.

Cancellation 6 weeks prior to commencement of the hunt will forfeit your deposit,
Unless, if under reasonable circumstances a new hunting date is agreed upon and confirmed.
